From the Pastor 
Reflecting on 10+ years with you… 

 

As I was praying the Morning Office last week, the reading of 
the day spoke loudly to me. The universal church that day re-
flected on the words of St. Paul to the Ephesians: 
 

Ephesians 4: 29-32 — Never let evil talk pass your lips; say 
only the good things men need to hear, things that will really 
help them.  Do nothing to sadden the Holy Spirit with whom you 
were sealed against the day of redemption.  Get rid of all bitter-
ness, all passion and anger, harsh words, slander, and malice 
of every kind.  In place of these, be kind to one another, com-
passionate, and mutually forgiving just as God has forgiven you 
in Christ. 
 

This way of being with each other, I was reminded, is indeed 
Jesus’ way…it is the way of holiness…it is the way of happi-
ness…it is the pathway to a full life.  This “Way” that St. Paul 
points out for us is, I believe, the way of life we are to share 
with each other. My ministry these last thirty five years has 
been about bringing myself and those entrusted to me by the 
Lord, closer and closer to this way of life. Coincidentally that 
same week, I was helping my mother sort some papers and 
found a copy of a letter to our community which I had published 
in the bulletin back in September of 2001.  This was shortly 
after I became pastor here and I thought it might be good to 
reflect on what I had hoped would come to pass when all was 
new and bright!  
 

I wrote to you at that time about the three fold ministry of our 
Mission: the “Pastoral Mission” (the sacramental/prayer life of 
the parish); the “Educational Mission” (Junipero Serra School 
and our Faith Formation Department); the “Pilgrim Mis-
sion” ( the museums, museum store, our visitors and the con-
certs/special events).  I hoped then that the doors of ministry in 
these many areas would open up for you and indeed that has 
come to pass.  Not only are over 400 people involved in minis-
terial works but ministries not even imagined ten years ago 
have taken hold and are blessing people each day.  Our Be-
reavement Ministry, our expanded Music Ministry, and our Do-
cent Ministry are to name just a few of these new blessings. 
 

I wrote to you then about my philosophy of leadership which 
consists of trying to be the good shepherd that Jesus speaks of 
in the gospel.  As Jesus sought to be the “Good Shepherd,” his 
life example was one of nurturing the glimmers of faith in peo-
ple; supporting those with strong faith; drawing those with falter-
ing faith back to him; and bringing new ideas about faith and life 
with the Father to the attention of those who could hear him. 
This continues to be my inspiration for leadership of any kind. 
Jesus told us that the wise steward/leader was someone who 
knew how to bring forth both the old and the new.  He seem-
ingly advocates a balance between these two realities.  It 
seems we are all called to remember who we have been…who 
we are…and hope in who we shall later be!

Finally, I wrote to you about being a people of Hospitality.  Hos-
pitality is a life style and as St. Paul instructs, as we seek to be 
hospitable we might indeed be entertaining angels.  I believe 
we have grown as a people of hospitality.  This is reflected  in 
our ministries and most impressively, it is reflected in our prayer 
together.  Nothing pleases me more than when one of our 
“accidental pilgrims” (visitors) leaves the church and tells me 
that they felt welcomed here...on those days I know that God 
has visited his people. 
 

So, as I look forward to 2012, the eleventh year of my pastor-
ate, I ask you to continue to pray with me and build with me this 
little piece of God’s reign.  Let us continue to nurture each other 
through our many ministries and our vibrant prayer life.  May 
our contribution to God’s work truly make our world a better 
place…a place where God is known through his people.  May 
God bless us in 2012.

The World Day of the Sick is a global observance of the 
Catholic Church held annually since 1992 on or about the 
date of the first Apparition of the Virgin Mary (Our Lady of 
Lourdes) to Bernadette Soubirous (St. Bernadette) in 
Lourdes, France in 1858.  

Cremation 
 

The Carmel Mission Bereavement Ministry would like to 
share with you the teachings of the Church on cremation 
and cremated remains (ashes) as part of the funeral lit-
urgy:  
 

Catholic Church law used to forbid cremation, but it now makes 
allowance for the practice. The church recommends that the 
bodies of the faithful be buried, but it permits cremation if the 
reasons for choosing that method are not contrary to Christian 
teaching. 
 

Viewing the body of the deceased naturally recalls the person’s 
deeds of kindness and testimony of faith. It brings to mind our 
belief that the human body is a temple of the Holy Spirit and the 
heir to glory at the resurrection of the dead. Because of the 
reverence owed the body, the Catholic Church still prefers its 
burial at the time of death. When cremation is chosen, the re-
mains merit the same respect accorded to the body. They de-
serve a worthy vessel and a respectful means of transport. 
 

There are several options for the funeral liturgy. For example, 
the liturgy may take place before cremation, so the community 
may pray in the presence of the body. In that case, the rite of 
committal would follow cremation. In other cases, cremation 
and committal may precede the -funeral Mass. The funeral lit-
urgy may also happen in the presence of the cremated re-
mains, if permitted by the -diocesan bishop. In that case, the 
Mass proceeds as usual, but covering the remains with a pall is 
omitted. 
 

The church strongly recommends that cremated remains be 
buried in a grave or entombed in a mausoleum or columbarium 
rather than scattered or kept in a private home.  Public ceme-
teries call to mind the resurrection of the dead and focus our 
prayer for the deceased.

The Catholic Steward 
Stewardship Reflection for the Week 

January 29, 2012 
 

As Christ’s disciples, we are called to recognize 
all of our gifts as God-given – our time, our tal-
ents, and our treasure and to use them accord-
ingly, putting them at the service of the Lord.  
Today’s readings remind us that it is the Lord 
whom we serve. In the gospel, when Jesus re-
bukes the unclean spirit, “Quiet! Come out of 
Him!” the gospel tells us, “The unclean spirit 
convulsed him and with a loud cry came out of 
him. All were amazed.”  It is amazing. God has 
authority over the whole world, and He has 
seen fit to bless us with so many good gifts, to 
give us life and family and faith, time and talents 
and treasure. It is only fitting that we recognize 
those gifts as God-given and give of them in 
gratitude to the One who has blessed us so.  
So, we live to love and serve Him in all we do. 
Whether we are a mother or father, brother or 
sister, married or single, doctor or lawyer, writer 
or singer, it is our duty as Christian stewards to 
live our lives to the praise and glory of God. All 
that we do ought to proclaim His goodness to 
those around us.  In the first reading from Deu-
teronomy, the writer reminds us of this call. 
Speaking of prophets whose role it is to pro-
claim the Good News, he says, “But if a prophet 
presumes to speak in My name an oracle that I 
have not commanded him to speak, or speaks 
in the names of other gods, he shall die.”  In-
deed, it is God whom we serve. We are called 
to live not for our own sake, but for the sake of 
the Gospel, being sure that through all we say 
and do, we help others see God.
